The overall residences of L.C.C. Corin burnt in Jos city are 400 LCC –{local church Council} Is one of the worst hit in the riot,and they still live in fear. Many still live in the open air and many others relocated to the village homes abandoning their jobs.
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Luthern Church  Pastor{ Representative} Receiving gift from Mary. 12  people were killed here on that day with the Pastor escaping with bullet wounds and still receiving treatment, Most members of this Church  have relocated to the villages. They are there with no job and good food and shelter.
